 Scholarship and Awards

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS, SELECTION CRITERIA, SELECTION PROCEDURE, SCHOLARSHIP CONDITIONS, AND CRITERIA FOR CONTINUATION 

The following eligibility requirement, selection criteria, selection procedures, scholarship conditions, and criteria for continuation have been established to govern the three (3) Wake Baptist Association Scholarship Awards. Awards will consist of 1-$1500 scholarship, 1- $1000 scholarship and 1-$500 scholarship.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

1. Must be a graduating senior from a state certified school. 
2. Must provide transcript to validate graduation from a state certified school during the current academic year. 
3. Must be enrolled at an accredited Institution of higher education for the current academic year.  Transcript, acceptance letter or class schedules are needed. 
4. Must be a member of a church affiliated with the Wake Baptist Association and the church must be in good standing with the association. 
5. Must submit along with application a written essay as required.  The topic will be determined by the committee. 
SELECTION CRITERIA

1. The following criteria shall be used to determine the participants’ achievement. 

· SAT score (minimum total of 1200 on recent scale; If an ACT (American College Testing) score is used, the score must be converted. 

· High School GPA through the seventh semester (minimum of 3.0 average  must be reported on a 4.0 unweighted scale) 
· Transcript Analysis (through the seventh semester) 
· Recommendation (Written recommendation required from church and high school) 

· Class Rank (must be reported) 

· Written Essay (No less than 750 words/ double-spaced) 
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SELECTION PROCEDURES

      1.  We recommend each participating church disseminate information about the Wake

            Baptist Association to the extent that all high school seniors in a specific church 

            are given  an opportunity to apply for available scholarships.

2. Student must submit application and all documentations to:  The Wake Baptist Association Scholarship Award, P.O. Box 5847 Raleigh, NC, 27611.  Application must be postmarked and received by 5:00pm on April 20th of the current year.  This requirement is only applicable to those students applying for scholarship awards.  No hand delivered applications will be accepted.    

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. A committee formed to govern all procedures and rules for the established guidelines. 

2. A committee of judges selected.  (Essay Review) 

3. The formed committee reviews all applications and makes recommendations to the executive board. 
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
